• Perform user maintenance on all machines and equipment  
• Maintains a neat, clean, orderly, and functional work area at all times 
• Checks work area for compliance of all safety rules and standards. Reports any unsafe or 

uncompliant issues to Team Lead or Operations Manager in a timely manner
