Unfamiliar animals have a greater risk of carrying rabies, so make sure
you keep your distance and avoid all contact with them.
If you spot a stray or wild animal in your neighborhood, then contact your local animal control or the police.
Supervise your pets and keep them up-to-date on their rabies vaccines.
If you think you or your pet has been exposed to rabies, then visit a healthcare provider as soon as possible!
Based on the circumstances, they can determine if they need to administer a rabies vaccine.
