Know your local boating & fishing regulations.

Check your local forecast and avoid heading to the lake
if there’s inclement weather.

Check your equipment and make sure it’s in good
working order.
Bring plenty of supplies and keep your boat well
stocked.
Wear the right clothing for the body of water.

Wear a properly fitted lifejacket.
Regularly apply sunscreen with an SPF of at least 30
Avoid swimming in any waters that may be beyond your
skill level.
